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New Mexico’s Military Community Honored
on Military & Veterans Day at the 2023 Legislature

New Mexico’s veteran community was honored at
the state Capitol on February 20 on Military &
Veterans Day at the 2023 New Mexico Legislature.

This annual day during the legislative session is
presented by the New Mexico Department of
Veterans Services (DVS) and the New Mexico
National Guard to highlight the service and sacrifice
of the men and women of New Mexico who have
served or are currently serving in the United States
military.

The theme of this year’s traditional noon ceremony in the rotunda was “Yesterday...Today...and To-
morrow ”—honoring the past, present, and future generations of military service members. Guest
speakers included a Vietham War veteran, a current Kirtland Air Force Base service member, and a
young woman from the Kirtland Central High School JROTC Program—which also presented and
retired The Colors for the ceremony.

The keynote speaker was New Mexico Army National Guard Brig. General Jamison Herrera.

“Although the past can be indicative of what we are going to face in the future, we will never
forget the sacrifices that you have made, and that you will continue to make if called upon,” he
said to the packed Rotunda audience full of veterans and active service members--including
several dozen members of the New Mexico National Guard’s Youth Challenge Corps of cadets.

“Your present—your National Guard and your military members of today—hold that same
narrative. We will not quit. We will continue to fight for what’s right—even though it’s not popular
at times, we will continue to do what’s right.”

DVS Secretary-Designate and Master of Ceremonies Donnie Quintana echoed the sentiment. He

also concluded the ceremony with a message to New Mexicans.

“I challenge you all to take a moment and speak to
a veteran. Take a moment, and have a cup of coffee
with them...and listen to them,” said Secretary-
Designate Quintana. (right photo/center, behind
podium) “Listen to their stories. Let them share with
you their experiences, their growth in life, their
wisdom. These are our national treasures. We
cannot lose their stories and experiences that they
have to share with us.”

DVS videotaped and put together an edited video of
the ceremony—including the full remarks by
Secretary Quintana, Brig. Gen. Herrera and the three guest speakers:

Veterans Business Outreach Center Director Rich Coffel (left photo/seated at right) and Women
Veterans Program Manager Theresa Figueroa (right photo/in grey suit at right) were among
several DVS staff who provided outreach at tables in the west wing of the Rotunda. Other
veterans and community service agencies also had outreach tables (below & next-page photos)
—as did the New Mexico National Guard and other support agencies in the east wing.

DVS Health Care Coordination
Division Director Speaks at African
American Day at the 2023

Legislature

DVS Health Care Coordination Division Director
Diane Mourning Brown was a guest speaker at a
ceremony on February 10 commemorating African
American Day at the Legislature. (left photo)

Noting that February is National Black History
Month, Director Mourning Brown talked about the achievements and contributions of Black
Americans in helping shape the history of our country through their military service.

“Military service by Black Americans dates back to the Revolutionary War, when current and freed
slaves helped the colonists defeat the British and gain independence from British rule,” she said.
“Military service remains strong today. Nearly 17-percent of today’s military is Black—though we
make up only 12-percent of our country’s total population.”

According to the latest VA veteran population projections, here in New Mexico there are nearly
7,400 Black veterans—making up about 5% of the state’s total of 148,300 veterans.

Director Brown also urged veterans in attendance to make sure they have filed claims for VA and
state veterans benefits, reminding them that these have been earned through their military
service—which can also benefit their families as well.

Veterans and unmarried widows of veterans can file for the veterans property tax exemption, which is a
$4,000 reduction off the taxable value of a veteran’s primary residence. Veterans rated by the U.S.
Department of Veterans Affairs (VA) at 100% permanent service-connected-disabled can file to waive
the property tax on their primary residence. Unmarried widows of veterans can also file for the
exemption or waiver.

Proof of veteran status and New Mexico residency required

To expedite the filing process, veterans and surviving spouses of veterans must bring a copy of one of
the following forms to show veteran status: @ DD-214 e National Oceanic Atmospheric Administration
(NOAA) form 56-16 @ Public Health Service (PHS) for 1867. If filing for a disabled veteran tax waiver:

e VA award letter declaring 100% permanent and total service-connected disability. For proof of New
Mexico residency, please bring one of the following: ® Current NM driver’s license ® Voter registration
card, or @ Latest NM income tax return. For more information, please contact Joseph Dorn at
joseph.Dorn@dvs.nm.gov or (505) 861-9117.

DVS Briefs Native American Veterans

& Community Leaders

DVS Secretary-Designate Donnie Quintana (left photo/
standing at left) introduced himself at a February 24
briefing of Native American veterans and community
leaders on February 24 in Albuquerque.

The meeting was the latest in a scheduled yearlong
series of monthly in-person and virtual briefings
presented by DVS to carry out Secretary Quintana’s
pledge this year to expand the agency’s outreach to Native American communities. According to
the latest VA population projections, there are 9,700 Native American veterans in New Mexico—
with many living in rural pueblos and on tribal land.

“DVS will do a better job reaching out to you, and all Native American veterans,” he said. “Your
veterans need to know about these benefits that are available for them.”



March is National Women'’s History
Month

March is National Women'’s History Month, set aside
by Congress 36-years ago to encourage the study,
observance and celebration of the vital role of women
in American history.

Women today are an important component of our
nation’s military. According to the latest U.S.
Department of Defense data, women make up 17% of
our nation’s active-duty force, totaling 231,741

members.

From their inauspicious beginnings of merely performing mobile first aid and housekeeping chores
for the Continental Army and various militias during our nation’s Revolutionary War, women in to-
day’s military now perform the same duties alongside men on the ground in combat zones, in the
skies overhead, and on the waters offshore of combat zones.

“Women serving in our military have come a long
way from just simply tending to the needs of men,”
said New Mexico Department of Veterans Services
(DVS) Secretary-Designate and retired New Mexico
Army National Guard Colonel Donnie Quintana, a
former brigade commander who was deployed to
Afghanistan. “We now have women generals,
admirals, fighter pilots, and special operations team
members. Anywhere a man is sent, a woman can
now also be expected to go.”

The growing number of women service members is
also reflected in our nation’s women veteran population. According to the U.S. Department of

Veterans Affairs, there are two million women veterans—11% of our nation’s 18.5 million veteran
population. Here in New Mexico, nearly 12% (16,800) of our state’s 144,134 veterans are women.

“As our nation observes the contributions of women in our country, | want to thank those who have
sacrificed to serve in our military,” said Secretary Quintana. “I was proud to lead and serve
alongside women, and am now proud to help women veterans file for their earned post-service
veterans benefits.”

Veterans Can Now Access Disability Benefit

Claims Decisions Online

Veterans can now access their disability benefit claim decision
notice letters electronically on VA.gov—empowering veterans to
quickly and easily see their disability decisions.

Before this option was available, veterans had to wait for a paper copy of their decision notice to
be mailed to them. While previous iterations of VA.gov allowed veterans to access benefits
summary letters, they could not access the full copy of these decision notification letters from their
electronic claims folders.

Since the launch of this service in January, nearly 280,000 decision notice letters have been
downloaded.

“Veterans now have access to their benefits decisions anytime, anyplace — right at their
fingertips,” said U.S. Department of Veterans Affairs Secretary Denis McDonough. “VA disability
benefits can also open the door to other federal and state benefits, so quick and easy access to a
decision means quicker access to the additional benefits veterans deserve.”

The new electronic option is also expected to reduce calls to the National Call Centers, freeing up
call center respondents to answer other questions and requests from veterans and their families.

To access their decision letters, veterans can log in to VA.gov and check the status of their claim.

VA Increases Maximum Life
Insurance Coverage for Veterans

and Service Members

VA has increased the maximum amount of life
insurance coverage available to veterans and
service members from $400,000 to $500,000

for Veterans’ Group Life Insurance

(VGLI) and Servicemembers Group Life Insurance

(SGLI).

This increase in coverage reflects the current cost of living and helps ensure that the families of
veterans and service members will have the financial support they deserve after their loved ones
pass away.

Veterans who are under the age of 60 and are currently enrolled in VGLI will be able to purchase
additional coverage in $25,000 increments up to $500,000. All active duty, guard, and reserve ser-
vice members eligible for SGLI will automatically receive the increased coverage on March 1.

“All Veterans and service members deserve to know that when they pass away, their families will
be taken care of,” said VA Secretary Denis McDonough. “This increase in coverage will help our
country keep that promise, ensuring that the families of these heroes will get the financial support
they need.”

VA currently serves nearly 6 million veterans, service members, and their families with more than
$1.2 trillion of insurance. Life insurance options include SGLI, which eligible service members are
automatically signed up for while serving; VGLI, which veterans can transition to from SGLI or
apply for within 1 year and 120 days of leaving the service; VA Life, a new option that provides up
to $40,000 of whole life insurance for all veterans, age 80 or under, with service-connected
disabilities rated from 0-100%; and more.

Under this increase, the SGLI premium rate will remain the same, meaning that service members
will receive maximum coverage for $30 per month, plus $1 for Traumatic Injury Protection (TSGLI)
coverage. Service members who separate from service with SGLI coverage at the new higher
amount can convert their coverage to VGLI. Service members who do not wish to keep the
increased SGLI coverage amount can elect a reduced coverage amount or decline coverage online
through the SGLI Online Enrollment System (SOES) on milConnect. If coverage is reduced or
declined by March 31, service members will not be charged for the increased coverage amount.

This increase in life insurance is a part of the Supporting Families of the Fallen Act. For more
information about life insurance options, veterans and servicemembers can visit
VA'’s life insurance portal.
